The electric fireplace has a
variety of settings and can be
turned on or adjusted
manually or with the remote.
To use, make sure the switch
on the top right is turned on.
From there, you can use the
remote or the buttons on the
bottom right to adjust. You
can change the colours and
turn the forced air heat on or
off.
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The ceiling fan can help to keep
things cool in the summer or
warmer in the winter. There is a
light switch for the fan and light
to the right of the refrigerator.

This remote can also control
the ceiling fan and light.




The thermostat shows the
internal temperature inside the
little house symbol and the
external temperature above. You
can press the buttons to 'set' the
temperature of the electric
baseboard heaters. The top
button will set the temp higher
and the lower button will set the
temp higher.

Instructions:
1. Fill the water tank with fresh drinking water.

2. Turn the machine “ON" by pushing the button.
3. Lights will blink for approximately 15 seconds while the
machine is heating up. Steady light indicates the machine is
ready.
. 4, Recommended cup sizes are: Alto: 414 ml, 230 ml for
" Mug / 150 ml for Gran Lungo / 40 ml for Espresso
5. The cup support has 3 positions and can be temporarily
removed to accommaodate various cup sizes.
6. Place a cup of sufficient capacity under the coffee outlet.
Risk of scalding may occur due to overflowing.
7. Unlock and open the machine head completely.
8. This machine operates with Nespresso Vertuo capsules.
Nespresso classic capsules cannot be used in this machine.
9. Insert a capsule with the dome shape at the bottom. Be
careful not to injure yourself on sharp points or trap your
fingers when reaching inside the machine.
10. Close the head and lock the machine by turning the lever
left to the lock symbol on the machine head. NOTE: you can
do this even when the machine is still heating up. The coffee
will then flow automatically when the machine is ready.
11. Push the button to start the coffee preparation. It will
take some time before the coffee flow comes out.
12. To stop the coffee flow early, push the button.
13. To manually top off your coffee, push the button and
push again to stop when desired volume is reached.
14. Turn the lever to the right and open the head to
automatically eject the capsule.
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Fire extinguisher is in the hall
closet.
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Candles and flashlights are in
the cupboard above the stove.

The tap water is safe to drink and is
tested/treated regularly. If you use
the cooler, please only use it for
drinking water (not cooking,
brushing teeth, etc.).
